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€EPISTLE AND GOSPEL READINGS 2
Epistle for the First Sunday, Hebrews 11:33-12:2

BRETHREN, All the Saints through faith subdued kingdoms, worked
righteousness, obtained promises, stopped the mouths of lions, quenched the
violence of fire, escaped the edge of the sword, out of weakness were made
strong, became valiant in battle, turned to flight the armies of the aliens.
Women received their dead raised to life again. Others were tortured, not
accepting deliverance, that they might obtain a better resurrection. Still
others had trial of mockings and scourgings, yes, and of chains and
imprisonment. They were stoned, they were sawn in two, were tempted, were
slain with the sword. They wandered about in sheepskins and goatskins,
being destitute, afflicted, tormented — of whom the world was not worthy.
They wandered in deserts and mountains, in dens and caves of the earth. And
all these, having obtained a good testimony through faith, did not receive the
promise, God having provided something better for us, that they should not
be made perfect apart from us. Therefore we also, since we are surrounded
by so great a cloud of witnesses, let us lay aside every weight, and the sin
which so easily ensnares us, and let us run with endurance the race that is set
before us, looking unto Jesus, the author and finisher of our faith, who for
the joy that was set before Him endured the cross, despising the shame, and
has sat down at the right hand of the throne of God.

Gospel for the Sunday of All Saints, Matthew 10:32-33, 37-38, 19:27-30
THE LORD SAID TO HIS DISCIPLES, “Whoever confesses Me before men, him
I will also confess before My Father who is in heaven. But whoever denies
Me before men, him I will also deny before My Father who is in heaven. He
who loves father or mother more than Me is not worthy of Me. And he who
loves son or daughter more than Me is not worthy of Me. And he who does
not take his cross and follow after Me is not worthy of Me.” Then Peter
answered and said to Him, “See, we have left all and followed You.
Therefore, what shall we have?” So, Jesus said to them, “Assuredly I say to
you, that in the regeneration, when the Son of Man sits on the throne of His
glory, you who have followed Me will also sit on twelve thrones, judging the
twelve tribes of Israel. And everyone who has left houses or brothers or
sisters or father or mother or wife or children or lands, for My name’s sake,
shall receive a hundredfold, and inherit eternal life. But many who are first
will be last, and the last first.”




3 REFLECTION onN tHe FEAST
Sunday of All Saints: What makes a person a saint?

In the Name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit.

Last Sunday, the Feast of Pentecost, celebrated the coming of the Holy
Spirit upon the Apostles. Through the Holy Spirit the Church is
established and has been strengthened and guided.

Each one of us who has been Baptized and Chrismated in the Orthodox
Church has received this same Holy Spirit as did the Apostles.

On the Sunday of All Saints, we celebrate how men and women
became saints through the Holy Spirit. The icons in our churches and
in our homes remind us that these saints were no different than any of
us. The icons encourage us to follow their example: living in the world
yet not being of the world.

Saintliness — or “Godlikeness” — is the work of the Holy Spirit. To be
a saint is to be consecrated by the Holy Spirit, to be set apart for the
purposes of God.

We were consecrated “to become” saints when we were Baptized and
Chrismated. All of us are saints “under construction,” able to know, to
love, and to serve God.

We might not be living like saints, however. Maybe we have not yet
mastered our passions. Perhaps our lives are still stained and fouled by
our sins.

When we celebrate the Feast of All Saints on the first Sunday
following Pentecost, we remember our high calling: to become saints.

We recall that we have been consecrated for the service of God: not
for the service of the world, nor of our flesh, nor of our passions.

Most importantly, we renew our hope in the absolute possibility that
we can still become saints by the grace of the Holy Spirit.

On this Sunday, and on every day of our lives, let us thank God for the
gift of the Holy Spirit. Let us also thank God for the example of the
saints who show us that we, too, can become saints.

Let us commit to repenting of our sins, to returning to our senses, and
to living consecrated lives, serving God, and serving God in each
other, so that He will be glorified, and so that we may be saved.

HOMILY oN tHe FEAST 4
Sunday of All Saints

In the Name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit.

Today we come to the last service in a cycle of services that began over
120 days ago on the Sunday of the Publican and the Pharisee. Following
that Sunday were the weeks of the Great Fast which preceded Pascha.
After Pascha were the services of Bright Week, the Sundays leading up
to the Ascension, and then the concluding Feast of Pentecost.

And now today, we celebrate the Feast of All Saints, which sums up all
that was celebrated before. The purpose of all the events in Christ’s life
— from His Conception to the Resurrection and the Ascension and
Pentecost — is to make it possible for us, and all men, to become Saints.

The purpose of the Church — which is the Body of Christ past present and
future — is to make people holy; i.e., to make saints.

The Sunday of All Saints is about the very identity of the Church, of Her
sacred personality. For a Church that does not make Saints is not a
Church, it is merely an institution which abuses the word “Church.”

What is a Saint? First, we should understand that Saints are not born, they
are made. We are all born with the potential to become a Saint; we were
created in God’s image to become like Him: holy.

The Church comprises two communities of saints: the Church
Triumphant (the Saints in heaven) and the Church Triumphant (we on
earth who are “Saints under construction”). The first have completed the
work; we, the latter, must continually pick ourselves up after sinning,
continually repent until we attain holiness.

We should also say that there are two sorts of Saints — in heaven and on
hearth — Confessors and Martyrs.

The Martyrs are some of the Saints in heaven, and some of us on earth,
who in holiness find sufficient Faith to prefer to confess Christ rather than
to live, and to sacrifice everything on earth for Christ to gain a crown of
glory in heaven.

The Confessors are likewise some of the Saints in heaven, and some of
us on earth, who find sufficient Faith to live day by day according to the
Faith and Traditions of the Church in Aoliness.

Holiness is the common denominator of both Martyrs and Confessors.
Whether in one excruciating heroic moment, or throughout a life lived in
righteousness, we must be holy. The very word “saint” means “holy” (in

Greek, dywg, and in Latin, sanctns). Continued on page 5 =

Continued from page 4 = Holiness is more than simply living righteously,
and it is more than righteousness itself. Holiness is utter devotion to God;
it is continuous confession of Christ before men. Holiness is constantly

taking up one’s cross; total following of Christ. Holiness is never denying
Christ.

Holiness is the devotion to God which is described in today’s Gospel
reading, which is above devotion to husband or wife, father or mother,
brother or sister, son or daughter.

The purpose of the Church is to make man holy: to make him a Saint, and
the characteristics of the Saints are those of the Church. At every Liturgy
and in both our morning and evening prayers we read the Creed, in which
we confess that we believe in “One, Holy, Catholic and Apostolic
Church.” These words which define the Church are words that likewise
define the Saints and also must define our life.

The Saints are One because they are all together. We speak of the
communion of the Saints in the Church Triumphant. They are of one
mind, differing one from another in their individuality, but united in
holiness, completely devoted to God.

The Saints are Holy, because on earth and in heaven they are totally
dedicated to following Christ and being with Christ. The Church
Triumphant is comprised of those who gave everything to follow Him.

The Saints are Catholic, because they are the same in all places and at all
times. They are from all countries and all centuries and all backgrounds;
they are of all ages and of all nationalities; they are men and women,
young and old, poor and rich, healthy and sick; they are universal
(catholic) in time and space confessing the same Orthodox Faith.

The Saints are Apostolic, because they share in the same Faith and
Tradition as the Apostles. The Saints read their writings (the Gospels and
Epistles) and they emulate their lives and example.

The Saints we commemorate today are the Martyrs and Confessors of the
Church Triumphant. The reason we recall them is not passive, but rather
we remember what they did to attain the Kingdom of heaven so we may
actively follow their example and do the same.

We must be peacemakers and bring unity: Oneness. We must live
righteously: Holiness. We must abide by the teachings and customs of the
Church: Catholic. We must be faithful: Apostolic.

The way ahead for us is clear ... if we wish to be saints ourselves.

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First Sunday of Saint Matthew — of All Saints

In the Name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit.
We are surrounded by so great a cloud of witnesses. Hebrews 12:1

When we reflect upon the achievements of the saints, we should feel a certain
despondency regarding our own condition — because we have not even in our
dreams experienced the things among that these holy ones did their whole
lives: always doing rightly yet always afflicted.

Indeed, I am afflicted, but I do not always act righteously. They received the
crown of sainthood for enduring and doing the right thing. How can I expect
to?

But God has prepared something better for us. So that these holy ones might
not seem to have an advantage over us — crowned in glory — God appointed
a time when we might a// be crowned.

Is my life so ordered, so dedicated to God, so in conformance with His will
that I will indeed be counted among these holy ones?

He who does not take his cross and follow after Me,
is not worthy of Me. Matthew 10:38

In times past, when persecutions and heresies prevailed, many chose death
through martyrdom and various tortures rather than betray even one small
portion of the Truth. They denied self to remain righteous.

Today, things are no different. The world pursues us, pulling us this way and
that, with temptations and numerous ideas, philosophies, and movements.
Am I denying myself to hold fast, as the saints did?

Do I persevere, without disputing — much less changing — a single element
of the Orthodox Faith and Tradition? Do I dispute this or that belief, and seek
to alter or avoid this or that pious custom and tradition?

What the saints did of old in times of persecution, is the same as I must do
today in this age of seduction. I must resist the world through the complete
mortification of myself will. If I pursue my own will, I will never be
righteous or able to observe the precepts of Christ the Savior.

Which is easier: to suffer physically for the faith, or to suffer the daily denial
of my own will? Physical torture and fear of death seem horrible; a change
of heart (repentance) seems simple. But which is easier: to suffer in the flesh
or to suffer the surrendering my own self will?

Consider, O my soul, the example of the holy saints, who struggled valiantly
and gloriously for the Faith. I, too, must die and suffer inwardly — if not
outwardly —so that I might join them in the Kingdom of heaven and receive
with them the crown of everlasting joy from Christ our God.

7 THE APOSTLES FAST — NOT INn 2024

The Apostles Fast is a variable-length period, during which we prepare to
celebrate the Feast of the Holy Apostles. It begins on the Monday (which
would be tomorrow) after All Saint’s Sunday (today) but lasts through June
28th which was last Friday.

Thus, this year, 2024, we will not be observing the Apostles’ Fast because
Pascha was late (May 5th). Otherwise, we would have abstained from all
vertebrate products, olive oil, and wine, although relaxing the Fast on
Sundays Tuesdays and Thursdays, as well as on June 24th, the Feast of the
Nativity of the Forerunner.
