€PISTLE AND GOSPEL READINGS 2
Epistle for the Third Sunday of the Epistles, Romans 5:1-10
BRETHREN: Having been justified by faith, we have peace with God
through our Lord Jesus Christ, through whom also we have access by
faith into this grace in which we stand, and rejoice in hope of the glory of
God. And not only that, but we also glory in tribulations, knowing that
tribulation produces perseverance; and perseverance, character; and
character, hope. Now hope does not disappoint, because the love of God
has been poured out in our hearts by the Holy Spirit who was given to us.
For when we were still without strength, in due time Christ died for the
ungodly. For scarcely for a righteous man will one die; yet perhaps for a
good man someone would even dare to die. But God demonstrates His
own love toward us, in that while we were still sinners, Christ died for us.
Much more then, having now been justified by His blood, we shall be
saved from wrath through Him. For if when we were enemies we were
reconciled to God through the death of His Son, much more, having been
reconciled, we shall be saved by His life.
Epistle for the Holy Fathers, Hebrews 13:7-16
BRETHREN: Remember those who rule over you, who have spoken the word
of God to you, whose faith follow, considering the outcome of their conduct.
Jesus Christ is the same yesterday, today, and forever. Do not be carried
about with various and strange doctrines. For it is good that the heart be
established by grace, not with foods which have not profited those who have
been occupied with them. We have an altar from which those who serve the
tabernacle have no right to eat. For the bodies of those animals, whose blood
is brought into the sanctuary by the high priest for sin, are burned outside the
camp. Therefore Jesus also, that He might sanctify the people with His own
blood, suffered outside the gate. Therefore let us go forth to Him, outside the
camp, bearing His reproach. For here we have no continuing city, but we
seek the one to come. Therefore by Him let us continually offer the sacrifice
of praise to God, that is, the fruit of our lips, giving thanks to His name. But
do not forget to do good and to share, for with such sacrifices God is well
pleased.
Gospel for the Third Sunday, Matthew 6:22-33

THE LORD SAID: “The lamp of the body is the eye. If therefore your eye
is good, your whole body will be full of light. But if your eye is bad, your
whole body will be full of darkness. If therefore the light that is in you is
darkness, how great is that darkness! No one can serve two masters; for
either he will hate the one and love the other, or else he will be loyal to
the one and despise the other. You cannot serve God and mammon.
Therefore I say to you, do not worry about your life, what you will eat or
what you will drink; nor about your body, what you will put on. Is not
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life more than food and the body more than clothing? Look at the birds
of the air, for they neither sow nor reap nor gather into barns; yet your
heavenly Father feeds them. Are you not of more value than they? Which
of you by worrying can add one cubit to his stature? So why do you worry
about clothing? Consider the lilies of the field, how they grow: they
neither toil nor spin; and yet I say to you that even Solomon in all his
glory was not arrayed like one of these. Now if God so clothes the grass
of the field, which today is, and tomorrow is thrown into the oven, will
He not much more clothe you, O you of little faith? Therefore do not
worry, saying, ‘What shall we eat?” or ‘What shall we drink?’ or ‘“What
shall we wear?’ For after all these things the Gentiles seek. For your
heavenly Father knows that you need all these things. But seek first the
kingdom of God and His righteousness, and all these things shall be added
to you.”

Gospel for the Sunday of the Holy Fathers, John 17:1-13
AT THAT TIME, Jesus lifted up His eyes to heaven, and said: “Father, the hour
has come. Glorify Your Son, that Your Son also may glorify You, as You
have given Him authority over all flesh, that He should give eternal life to as
many as You have given Him. And this is eternal life, that they may know
You, the only true God, and Jesus Christ whom You have sent. I have
glorified You on the earth. I have finished the work which You have given
Me to do. And now, O Father, glorify Me together with Yourself, with the
glory which I had with You before the world was. “I have manifested Your
name to the men whom You have given Me out of the world. They were
Yours, You gave them to Me, and they have kept Your word. Now they have
known that all things which You have given Me are from You. For I have
given to them the words which You have given Me; and they have received
them, and have known surely that I came forth from You; and they have
believed that You sent Me. “I pray for them. I do not pray for the world but
for those whom You have given Me, for they are Yours. And all Mine are
Yours, and Yours are Mine, and I am glorified in them. Now I am no longer
in the world, but these are in the world, and I come to You. Holy Father, keep
through Your name those whom You have given Me, that they may be one
as We are. While I was with them in the world, I kept them in Your name.
Those whom You gave Me I have kept; and none of them is lost except the
son of perdition, that the Scripture might be fulfilled. But now I come to You,
and these things I speak in the world, that they may have My joy fulfilled in
themselves.

REFLECTION onTHE SUNDAY GOSPEL 4
Third Sunday of Saint Matthew
In the Name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit.

“The lamp of the body is the eye” (Matthew 6:22).
To understand what it means to be injured mentally — or in our immaterial
soul — we can take a lesson from the physical body, for what the eye is to the
body, the mind is to the soul.
When the eyes are blinded, most of the energy in the other members is gone,
for their light is quenched — and they do not function with confidence or
deliberation but rather with fear and hesitancy. Indeed, the blind may wander
and stumble aimlessly, and the members of the body are of little avail without
the guiding light of the eyes. Unless, of course, someone with sight can lead
the blind man.
So also, when the mind is depraved, our life is filled with countless evils and
is weakened in its purpose and resolve.
God gave us mental understanding, so that we might chase away all
ignorance and have the right judgment of things. Moreover, this
understanding can be used as though it were a weapon and light against all
that is grievous or hurtful so that we can remain in safety.

Sadly, we humans too often betray the gift of profound and right knowledge
for the sake of things superfluous and useless. In this way our minds are
darkened, and our lives are wasted in vain and useless pursuits.

“...Do not worry about your life...” (Matthew 6.:25).

Just as we disdain divine wisdom and knowledge of heavenly things for that
which is earthly and superfluous, so too we also preoccupy ourselves with
worldly and material things rather than exercising voluntary poverty — that
is, detachment from the passing and fleeting things of this life.
Saint John Chrysostom says in this regard, “Do not tell me of those who are
rich, but of those who serve riches — since Job also was rich but did not serve
Mammon; Job possessed all those things as though he were merely the
steward of another man’s goods.”

“You cannot serve God and Mammon” (Matthew 6.:25).
A story is told of a monk who was stingy rather than greedy. At his death he
left behind one hundred gold coins which he earned by weaving linen. Some
monks thought to use this money for the poor or for the Church; But the holy
fathers decided that the money should be buried with the unfortunate monk,
saying “Your money perish with you” (cf. Acts 8:20).
This taught all the brothers of that monastic community not to be attached to
any material possession — and not to leave even one gold piece behind after
their death in this world.

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Third Sunday of Saint Matthew

In the Name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit.

Today’s Gospel is taken from the Sermon on the Mount, the first instance of
public of preaching in Christ’s public life.

In it our Lord says the light of the body is the eye. If the eye is light, so the
body will be light. But if the eye is dark, so the body will be dark. By “eye”
is meant the soul, for the eye is the window of the soul.

In these words, Our Lord says that we are not to blame our bodies for our
sins. Our bodies are the servants of our souls. If our souls are corrupted, then
so also will be our bodies. On the other hand, if our souls are clean, then our
bodies will also be clean. It is not our bodies which control our lives, or even
our minds, but our souls. It is our souls that we are called on to cleanse,
cultivate and refine first of all. It is the spiritual which has primacy in our
lives. Once our souls are clean, then our minds and our bodies will also be
cleaned.

Neither can we serve two Masters: both the master of the material world
(Mammon) and the master of the spiritual world (God). One must be superior
to the other. Thus, we cannot serve God, the master of the spiritual, and
Mammon, the master of the fallen world.

This runs counter to the ideology of modernity. The Hebrew word
“Mammon” (X3i»%) means money, material wealth, anything promising
wealth, or greedy pursuit of gain. Our societies are called “capitalist,” for
they are based on investments, stock exchanges, “capital,” in other words,
money. Indeed, the whole modern world is ruled by currencies, whether the
dollar or some other currency dependent on the dollar.

Furthermore, the philosophy which guides modern governments and much
of human nature is called “monetarism,” in other words the belief in the
primacy of money in human life and human motivation. Such a philosophy
causes panic and depression both among those who have no money and also
among those who have a lot, for such a philosophy excludes God from the
workings of society and men, basing everything on the idolatry of paper and
electronic numbers.

But, contrary to this prevailing secular philosophy, what does our Lord Jesus
Christ say?

“Take no thought for your life”, says Our Lord. The birds are nourished by
God, the flowers grow, and they take no thought. We are told not to devote
ourselves to what might or might not happen tomorrow. No-one by taking
thought, can add anything to his stature. Continued on page 6 =

Continued from page 5 = The Gospel tells us to do our best and leave the rest
to God: to trust in God. Modern life, on the other hand, tells us to constantly
worry, to be stressed.

Such worry only causes depression, for it excludes God and His loving
providence. On the other hand, there is nothing inevitable in the life of those
who believe in God and His providence.

Even the most horrendous situations can evolve positively, if we let God into
our lives and societies. If we include God, we exclude worry and depression.

We can see this in our own lives and in the lives of those around us. In the
last few years, we have all known apparently impossible circumstances and
situations, dead ends, which have been resolved by unexpected events.

Those unexpected events are solutions which have come from the
providential love of God. As they say: “Man proposes, but God disposes.”

The fact is that we do not always, if ever, know what is best, simply because
we do not have a long-term view, let alone the eternal view of God which
utterly changes all our perspectives.

However, “Your Father knows you need all these things,” says Christ. And
He tells us that if we put the spiritual first, then all other things will work out
around that: “Seek first the Kingdom of God and His righteousness and all
those things will be added unto you.”

Today’s Gospel is also a Gospel for all saints. For what did the saints do?
They simply put the Kingdom of God and His righteousness first!

These values, to put the things of the spirit first, are the values of the saints
of God. They are exactly the opposite of the values of modern society, which
puts anti-Gospel and anti-spiritual values first. By following the Gospel, we
challenge all the crudity and barbarianism of the modern world.

And spiritual values prove that the only true revolution is the revolution that
occurs in individual human lives and societies as a whole, when human
hearts and souls put the spiritual first.

May all the saints pray to God for us that we may come to partake of their
values and their lives.

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Sunday of the Fathers of the First Six Councils
The Sunday between July 13 and July 19

The Orthodox Church acknowledges Seven Holy Ecumenical Councils as
having preéminent dogmatic authority in teaching our inalterable faith. The
Holy Fathers — the hierarchs, or bishops — who participated in the Councils
are regarded as “lights upon the earth” guiding us to the true Faith.

These Fathers, “Adorned with the robe of truth” and “guided by the grace of
the Holy Spirit,” established One Faith for the Church by their teachings and
dogmatic declarations which are accepted as eternally infallible. Each
Council was convened for a single reason: to combat heresies and false
teaching while clarifying the Orthodox truth and Apostolic teaching.

In addition to their dogmatic definitions, the Fathers of the Ecumenical
Councils also exerted great efforts towards the strengthening of church
administration. Such regulations were obviously promulgated according to
the circumstances of the time and place in history.

The listing of dogmatic definitions and administrative regulations are said to
comprise “a canon” or “the canons.” An individual definition or rule is
typically referred to as a “canon, ” thus each Council is said to have issued a
series of “canons.” The term, canon, derives from a Hebrew-Greek word
meaning “cane” or “measuring rod,” and has passed into Christian usage to
mean “norm” or “rule of faith.”

Over time, the need arose to codify the canons from the Councils, and to
compile a canonical codex for the Church. A special Council convened in
AD 692 wholly devoted to the general application of administrative norms.
It was convened “in the Imperial Palace” or “Under the Arches” —in Greek
“en trullo” — and came to be called the “Council in Trullo.”

The Council is also called the “Quinisext” — meaning “fifth and sixth” —
because it is regarded as having completed the activities of the Fifth and
Sixth Councils and considered as a direct continuation of the Sixth
Ecumenical Council, separated by just a few years.

The Council in Trullo issued 102 Canons, more than of all the Ecumenical
Synods combined. These had a tremendous significance in the history of the
Orthodox Church. These comprise a complete compilation of the Canons of
the Holy Apostles, the Canons of the Local Councils and of the holy Fathers,
and those of the previous Holy Ecumenical Councils.

To this day, the Canons of the Trullo Council regulate the life of the
Orthodox Church. As the Council stated: “Let no one be permitted to alter
or to annul the aforementioned canons, nor in place of these put forth, or to
accept others, made of spurious inscription” (2nd Canon of the Council in
Trullo).
